REPORT of the CHAIRMAN
of BOARD of DIRECTORS

Dear Members of Ukrainian National Federal Credit Union:

As we gather today at this 54th Annual Meeting of our membership, we look at the past
year’s results and achievements gained though our mutual effort and the tireless and dedicated
work. Thanks to you, our members, we were able to achieve considerable success throughout the
54 years of our institution’s existence.

2019 was another successful year for our credit union. Even though the New York Stock
Exchange indexes, the Unemployment Reports and the Federal Reserve Bank reports point to the
improved economic conditions, our country’s economic and financial outlook remained uncer-
tain. Nevertheless, our Credit Union was able to maintain its financial stability and profitability
and to improve the level of services for our members. We were able to achieve good performance
levels thanks to the high professionalism and dedication of our Board of Directors, of our employ-
ees, and most importantly, due to the cooperation and understanding among them.

I am pleased to inform you that in 2019 our Net Income was $152,514 and our assets grew
to $150,147,292.

Our credit union lives for and by the values and interests of our ncommunity and of our
Ukrainian motherland. Throughout its 54-years of existence, and especially during the last de-
cade, our institution has actively supported our community’s events and projects aimed at pre-
serving our Ukrainian history, culture, traditions and religious values. The credit union partici-
pated in many important cultural events and was visited by many Ukrainian dignitaries from
Ukraine and the diaspora. Our Credit Union continued to work closely with and to support the
Ukrainian community organizations : UCCA, ODFFU, UNWLA, UAYA, PLAST, Ukrainian New Wave,
Ukrainian Schools, representatives the Government of Ukraine, Ukrainian Press and Ukrainian
churches. We strived to support events conducted by Ukrainian organizations for the benefit of
Ukraine and for the continued development of the Ukrainian community. As much as we were
able to, we continued to support our newspapers and assist our schools and our churches.

Please allow me to mention the events that | had participated in as a representative of our
Credit Union: Sviato Heroiv and UAYA Festival “Nadiya Ye” at the UAYA camp- grounds in Ellen-
ville, All-American manifestation Zdvyh at the UAYA campgrounds in Ellenville, Ukrainian Heri-
tage Festival at the UNA resort “Soyuzivka in Kerhonkson, Ukrainian Independence Day in Brook-
lyn, Sviato of the Heroines in New York, organized by UNWLA, the Thanksgiving Feast and the
Parochial Feast at Ukrainian Orthodox Cathedral “St. Volodymyr” in New York, various events
organized by Ukrainian churches. I also attended meetings with members of the government of
Ukraine - with Ukraine’s Ambassador to the United Nations Volodymyr Yelchenko, with the Con-
sul general of Ukraine in New York Oleksiy Holub. [ attended several conferences and meetings in
Washington and many other events that took place within the Ukrainian community.

[ had a privilege and honor to meet with Metropolitan of Kyiv and All Ukraine, Primate of
the Orthodox Church of Ukraine (OCU) Epifaniy.

The credit union had supported the initiative of the active members of the 2nd Branch of
the ODFFU in New York and of the 41st Branch of the ODFFU in Brooklyn, who are parishioners
of our Ukrainian churches, to restore the historical Ukrainian Orthodox Chapel of the Dormition
of the Holy Mother Of God located on the campgrounds of UAYA in Ellenville, NY. The lead on this
project was assumed by the V. Rev. Vitaliy Pavlykivskiy and the Chairman of the Parochial Council



Oleh Mykulynskyy of the All Saints OUC in New York. The consecration of the restored Chapel was
conducted in August of 2019, presided over by the His Eminence Metropolitan Antony and Arch-
bishop Daniel and attended by a large gathering of Ukrainian priests, representative of Ukrainian
organizations, all Board members of our union and faithful Ukrainians.

On November 29, 2018 our credit union family has lost one of its most prominent and dedi-
cated members, the late Vsevolod Salenko. A was a life-long activist of the Ukrainian credit union
movement and a true leader of the Ukrainian Orthodox movement in America, he was at the lead-
ership role in our credit union from its inception and served on the Board of Directors for most
of its history. I had the privilege of working together with him as a fellow Board member and an
honor of participating in our community’s Commemoration of his life and the final journey to his
resting place at the Ukrainian Cemetery on South Bound Brook. The Honorary Board Member will
be sorely missed by his family, friends and the membership of our credit union.

In 2019 we took another important step in developing our credit union’s long-term strate-
gic plan. The Board of Directors in conjunction with the management decided to purchase a build-
ing for our Brooklyn Branch office. In September of 2019 we completed the purchase of premises
located at 2349 Coney Island Avenue in Brooklyn, NY. The decision to purchase and own a build-
ing to house our Brooklyn Branch was aimed at replacing the high cost of renting the office space
with a more affordable alternative of owning it, while increasing the size of the branch office and
renting out the remaining 2 apartments in the building. The new building is located within walk-
ing distance form our current branch office and we are proud to establish this first Ukrainian
community hub in that part of Brooklyn, which has a growing and dynamic Ukrainian segment.

Dear fellow credit union members, we should take pride today in the considerable achieve-
ments gained by all of us through the hard work and long-term effort in growing our credit
union’s business. From its modest beginnings of manual recording of transactions in the small
rented office space, our credit union has grown to a modern institution that serves our members
at four different location that we own while utilizing the latest available technology on par with
the industry standards. At present, our members have the following electronic services available
for their convenience: Electronic Bill Payment, improved version of Online Home Banking, conve-
nient Mobile Banking and Mobile Deposit, Direct Deposit of Paychecks through ACH, VISA Debit
and VISA Credit cards, Overdraft Protection, access to the CO-OP ATM network without transac-
tion fees and an on-site ATM at our Perth Amboy branch office. Our branch offices provide a wide
range of savings and checking accounts, consumer and commercial loans, domestic and interna-
tional electronic transfer of funds (wire transfers), safe deposit boxes and many other traditional
in-person services. [ invite you to visit and utilize our website, which has been completely rede-
signed and artfully modernized for your convenience.

In connection with the events in Ukraine, we were always steadfast and will continue to be
supportive of the cause of the Ukrainian people to gain true independence and assure the success
of democracy in Ukraine.

Our most important mission and duty, however, always was and always will be to serve you,
our members, in helping you and your families to achieve your financial goals and economic well-
being.

[ would like to express my sincere gratitude to all members of the Board of Directors and of
the Supervisory Committee, to our CEO Ms. Natalia Pachashynska, and to our entire staff for their
efforts and dedication in serving you - our members.

Most importantly, I would like to thank all of you, our members, for your trust, confidence
and support that enable us to achieve success and assures our common future.

TREASURER’'S REPORT

Dear Members:

It is my pleasure to present the report of financial achievements of Ukrainian
National Federal Credit Union. The year 2019 marked the 54th year of service to the
credit union membership and to the Ukrainian communities in New York and those that
are based in the greater New York - New Jersey metropolitan area.

The Net Income for 2019 was $152,514. To the great extent, the Net Income was
lesser that in previous year due to a higher amount of dividends paid to our members
on their share and share certificate accounts. In 2019 our members received $1,820,289
in dividends, which was $461,161 more than in 2018. Sharing in our success with our
membership by returning more dividends to our member is an important part of our
credit union’s mission.

With great pleasure we can report to you that for the first time in our institution’s
history its assets had surpassed the $150 million milestone. As of 12/31/2019 the assets
of the credit union reached

$150,417,292. This represents the growth in asset size of 2.5% from 2018 to 2019.

The changed conditions in the lending marketplace had reflected in interest rate
policy and operational results of our credit union. The total loans to members grew from
$82,074,650 in 2018 to $84,033,757 in 2019. The annual income from interest on loans
increased form the previous year by $125,150.

Asof 12/31/2019 the credit union membership consisted of 5,961 members.

In 2019 our credit union continued its mission of providing financial support to
the Ukrainian organizations, schools and churches. To that affect, the credit union had
distributed nearly $52,000 as donations, sponsorships and financial support to various
charitable and religious events and projects.

[ would like to express my sincere gratitude to the fellow members of the Board of
Directors and of the Supervisory Committee for their dedicated work and cooperation. I
also would like to thank the employees and the management of Ukrainian National FCU
for their professionalism and their work in serving our members. Our greatest gratitude
and appreciation belong to our dear members. Thank you for your steadfast trust and
support that enables our growth and success in serving your financial needs. Our goal
remains to continue working on improving on growing our institution in appreciation of
your trust and to meet your expectations.

REPORT of the SUPERVISORY COMMITTEE

In 2019, as in previous years, the Supervisory Committee of the Ukrainian National Federal
Credit Union has conducted ongoing systematic monthly independent oversight through professional
internal audits, periodic special focus reviews and examinations of credit union operations.
Supervisory Committee Members have attended monthly meetings of the Board of Directors.

In conjunction with our professional Independent Internal Auditor, we have offered comments
and recommendations to the Chairman and the CEO. As one of only a handful of Credit Unions in
our assets class in the U.S,, the Ukrainian National Federal Credit Union continues to maintain a year-
round independent Internal Auditing Operation to further assure long-term institutional transparency
and accountability. The Internal Auditor of the Supervisory Committee, Mr. Nickolas Sanimarco, is a
former long-time Examiner for the National Credit Union Administration (NCUA), and brings to us
essential Audit and Strategic Assessment expertise which the Supervisory Committee and the credit
union have found to be consistently valuable. His Monthly Audit Reports document our credit union’s
high standards of accountability in core policies and operations, including cybersecurity, technology,
documentation accuracy, and comprehensive customer service.

The credit union’s External CPA Audit Team, Wojeski & Company, CPAs, P.C,, recently confirmed
that our credit union follows Generally Accepted Accounting Principles and continues to meet all
standards and requirements.

And the federal government’s regulatory agency, the National Credit Union Administration
(NCUA), recently completed its own regular annual on-site audit. They determined, as well, that
all policies and operations continue to be in legal compliance and noted certain additional positive
aspects of the credit union’s work during the past year.

Given all these positive oversight reports, the Supervisory Committee is happy to confirm that
throughout this annual reporting period, our credit union continues to comply with all regulatory
mandates, maintains the highest credit union industry-wide standards concerning fiscal and
management operations, and is in excellent order.

We recognize the Management’s professional accomplishments concerning multi-year
dynamic strategic planning and development practices, and its support of enhanced product lines
and outstanding member services. We acknowledge the leadership of the Board of Directors and its
Chairman, Mr. Esteban A. Kaczurak, and the CEO, Ms. Natalia Pachashynska, and thank them for their
close cooperation with the Supervisory Committee.

In 2019 (our 54th anniversary), our growing credit union continues its devoted service to
our valued Members and Community-at-large.
