REPORT of the CHAIRMAN of BOARD of DIRECTORS

Dear members of the Ukrainian National Federal Credit Union:

It is my honor and great pleasure to report to you on the positive developments and
the considerable success achieved by our Credit Union in 2017. While the country’s chal-
lenges of the economic and financial uncertainties remained, our Credit Union was able
to maintain its stability, improve the level of services for our members and increase the
profitability. We have achieved good performance levels thanks to the high professional-
ism and dedication of our Board of Directors, of our employees, and most importantly,
due to the cooperation and understanding among them.

I am pleased to inform you that in 2017 our Net Income increased to $566,313.00
and our total assets grew to $145,590,636.

Throughout 2017, our credit union participated in many important cultural events
and was visited by many Ukrainian dignitaries. A special mention deserves the visit of
President on National Association of Cinematographers of Ukraine, Oles Yanchuk, who
is also the Executive Director of Dovzhenko Film Studio and a nationally-recognized film
producer in Ukraine. This was Mr. Yanchuk’s second visit in an effort to raise funds for
his new historical drama film titled “The Secret Diary of Simon Petliura,” scheduled for
release in 2018. Ukrainian National FCU took an active part in facilitating the fund-raising
effort and worked closely with the Ukrainian community organizations to garner support
for this important cultural project. The vital importance of promoting the cooperation
and mutual support among the globally-organized Ukrainian community translated into
our steadfast support of the Ukrainian World Congress throughout the 50 years of fulfill-
ing its mission to “promote the solidarity and represent the interests of the Ukrainian
people throughout the world.”

TREASURER’'S REPORT

2017 was a year of notable growth and
success for the Ukrainian National Federal Credit
Union. Our achievements, no matter how modest,
were a result of many factors, most prominent
being joint efforts of employees and management
to continue improving quality of services and
products.

It is my pleasure to share with you the
financial highlights of 2017. For the year ending
December 31, 2017, we are delighted to report
that our total assets increased by $2.3 million to
$145.6 million, from $143.3 million in 2016, an
increase of 2%. The credit union’s loans increased
to almost $80 million during 2017. Additionally,
its investments grew to $62.3 million during the
year. Both of these positive factors resulted in
overall growth to total assets. Income from Loans increased by 2% during the year, and
income from Investments grew by 5% in 2017. Lastly, for the third year in a row, the credit
union has experienced steady growth in its membership.

It's evident that, throughout 2017, our efforts and hard work produced positive
outcomes for the credit union. During such hard economic times, it is important to remain
flexible and be ready for adaptation and change. Success comes gradually and significantly,
and this is most evident in the credit union’s net income for the year, which grew from $353
thousand in 2016 to $566 thousand during 2017. We attribute these accomplishments to
the drive in improving customer service in all areas of our operation. The employees and
Board take member satisfaction very seriously, and do everything possible to keep their
business at UNFCU.

During 2017, the credit union continued its efforts to improve online presence,
including upgrades to the website, online banking, mobile banking, mobile check deposit,
and e-Statements. Additionally, the Board of Directors has approved and distributed close to
$100 thousand in support of Ukrainian churches, organizations and Ukrainian communities
in the New York-New Jersey Metropolitan areas.

I would like to thank my colleagues on the Board of Directors and members of the
Supervisory Committee for their dedication and hard work as volunteers. In addition,
I would like to thank management and all the employees of our Credit Union for their
professionalism, hard work, and continuous improvement of services to our members. Most
importantly, a special “Thank You” belongs to the members of this credit union for their
ongoing trust and support, which ensures a successful future for us all.

REPORT of the SUPERVISORY COMMITTEE

To assure full compliance with thelaw and delivery of a consistently-high quality of Membership
outreach and services, the Supervisory Committee of Ukrainian National FCU has conducted on-
going independent oversight throughout the year with professional internal audits, periodic reviews
and examinations of all Credit Union operations, followed by discussions of findings, comments and
recommendations with the Chairman of the Board of Directors.

To further help assure long-term institutional transparency and professionalism, since June
of 2015 the Supervisory Committee has retained as its Internal Auditor Mr. Nickolas Sanimarco, an
experienced former long-time federal credit union examiner and a prominent authority concerning
credit unions within our assets class.

Through these oversight activities, the Supervisory Committee has determined that the
Credit Union is in full compliance with the regulatory law. Most commendably, the Credit Union
has continued on its multi-year progression of innovation, institutional strategic review and self-
assessment, and active preparation for implementation of additional important enhanced and
competitive product lines and services.

Our Internal Auditor’'s monthly reports consistently have found that the Credit Union’s
Management Practices indicate effective and efficient compliance with governance protocols,
including a high level of responsiveness in such core operations areas as cyber security, accuracy in
documentation, and customer service.

The independent CPA firm, Wojeski and Co., has audited the credit union’s financial statements
asof12/31/2017 and certified that they are accurate and conforming with the Generally Accepted
Accounting Principles.

Moreover; the CreditUnion’sfederal regulatoryagency,the National Credit Union Administration
(NCUA), has recently completed its own regular annual detailed examination. NCUA has determined
that all operations of the Credit Union are compliant with applicable rules and regulations and
comport with appropriate industry standards. At the annual meeting with the NCUA Examiner, the
Chairman of this Supervisory Committee appreciated not only the opportunity to answer all of the
Examiner’s questions without reservation, but also to hear him recognize the noted positive work
of the Credit Union in the past year.

Given all of the above, the Supervisory Committee is happy to report to all Members that all
the fiscal and management operations and reporting procedures of the Ukrainian National Federal
Credit Union are in good order without exception.

We wish to recognize the dynamic leadership and vision of the Board of Directors, as led by
Chairman Esteban A. Kaczurak, assisted by Treasurer/ CEO Nataliya V. Symczyk, CPA.

And we would like to make special note of the exceptional contributions of CEO Natalia
Pachashynska, together with her Credit Union Management and Staff, for their altogether highly
professional and conscientious discharge of responsibilities, including their close cooperation with,
and assistance to, the Supervisory Committee and our Internal Auditor in our various reviews and
audits throughout the year.
