Our Credit Union continued to work closely with and
to support the Ukrainian community organizations - UCCA, ODFFU, WA DFFU, UNWLA, UAYA,
PLAST, New Ukrainian Wave, SUSTA, various Ukrainian Foundations, representatives of the Gov-
ernment of Ukraine and the Ukrainian Press. We strived to support events, conducted by Ukrai-
nian organizations for the benefit of Ukraine and for the continued development of the Ukrainian
community. As much as we were able to, we continued to support our newspapers and assist our
schools and our churches.

The most important event of 2018 for our institution and its membership was the celebra-
tion of the Centennial of Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the U.S.A. The Centennial Celebration took
place on July 28, 2018, in South Bound Brook, NJ, where I, together with our Treasurer Nataliya
Kostyniuk and our CEO Natalia Pachashynska, had the honor of representing our credit union
at that magnificent event. On behalf of Ukrainian National FCU, I presented the event organizers
with the check in the amount of $ 25,000 in fulfillment of our pledge to support the renovation
and restoration of the Ukrainian Museum in South Bound Brook. Our historical commitment to
support Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the USA will continue this year, as we will complete the
fulfillment of the 5-yr $100,000 pledge for the Museum’s renovation.

This past year I had a privilege and honor of being awarded the Medal of Merit and the Hon-
orary Award “For Distinguished Service and Achievements in the Fight for Freedom, for devotion
to the Ideals of Ukrainian Independence and for many years of productive service to the Ukraini-
an Community”. This award was presented by the World Jubilee Committee for Commemoration
of the 75th Anniversary of the Ukrainian Insurgent Army (UPA) and by the Coordinating Council
for Honoring the Warriors of OUN-UPA and the Chronicles of UPA. The award ceremony took
place in New York and then continued in Lviv, Ukraine. This event was organized by the President
of the “V. Makar Fund for the Chronicles of UPA”, Dr. Mykola Posvinych, and were reported with
interviews by the TV program and radio “Independence” in Lviv. Being deeply heartened by this
recognition, [ emphasized in my acceptance speech that it truly belongs to the many: “I am merely
a conduit who accepts this award on behalf of the all Ukrainians living in the USA and their or-
ganizations. This award belongs to all members of our Ukrainian National Federal Credit Union,
whose love for Ukraine and its people has always manifested itself in unwavering support and
generosity extended at every occasion.”

In 2018 I attended and participated, as a representative of the Ukrainian National Credit
Union Association, in the 11th World Congress of Ukrainians that took place on November 24-27
in Kyiv, Ukraine. As a part of Ukrainian Delegation, I represented Ukrainian National FCU in official
meetings with the President Petro Poroshenko, with Speaker of Verkhovna Rada A. Parubiy, with



the Honorary Patriarch Filaret, with the Archbishop Metropolitan of Ukrainian Catholic Church
Sviatoslav Shevchuk and with the United States Ambassador to Ukraine, Marie Yovanovitch. I also
visited the hospitals and met with the recovering volunteers and soldiers that were wounded in
the ongoing war of the Russian aggression.

In addition, please allow me to mention the events that I had participated in as a representa-
tive of our Credit Union: Sviato Heroiv and UAYA Festival “Nadiya Ye” at the UAYA campgrounds
in Ellenville, All-American manifestation Zdvyh at the UAYA campgrounds in Ellenville, Ukrainian
Independence Day in Brooklyn, Sviato of the Heroines in New York, organized by UNWLA and WA
DFFU, Sviato of Pokorva in Brooklyn, the Thanksgiving Feast and the Parochial Feast at Ukrainian
Orthodox Cathedral St. Volodymyr in New York. I also attended meetings with members of the
government of Ukraine and many events at the Permanent Mission of Ukraine to the United Na-
tions, as well as the Embassy of Ukraine in Washington, DC.

In connection with the events in Ukraine, we were always steadfast and will continue to be
supportive of the cause of the Ukrainian people to gain true independence and assure the success
of democracy in Ukraine. We supported and participated in the acts of protest against Russian
aggression, the academic conferences, seminars, study camps and other events, organized by the
Ukrainian community members and by their organizations.

Our most important mission and duty, however, always was and always will be to serve you, our
members, in helping you and your families to achieve your financial goals and economic well-being.

In presenting my report, it would be worthwhile to reacquaint you with the wide range of
financial services that are provided to our members through most advanced electronic delivery
means.

At present, our members have the following electronic services available for their conve-
nience: Electronic Bill Payment, improved version of Online Home Banking, convenient Mobile
Banking and Mobile Deposit, Direct Deposit of Paychecks through ACH, VISA Debit and VISA Cred-
it cards, Overdraft Protection, access to the CO-OP ATM network without transaction fees and an
on-site ATM at our Perth Amboy branch office. Our branch offices provide a wide range of savings
and checking accounts, consumer and commercial loans, domestic and international electronic
transfer of funds (wire transfers), safe deposit boxes and many other traditional in-person ser-
vices.

[ invite you to visit and utilize our website, which has been completely redesigned and art-
fully modernized for your convenience. I would like to thank our Vice-Chairman, Yaroslav Koshe-
levskyy, for initiating this project and leading the project team in the design and implementation
of our new website. [ would also like to thank our CEO, Natalia Pachashynska, our COO, Natalie
Fessak, and our Compliance Officer, Yaroslav Zaviysky, for contributing their ideas and their as-
sistance in this important project.

Finally, I would like to express my sincere gratitude to all members of the Board of Directors
and of the Supervisory Committee, to our CEO Ms. Natalia Pachashynska, and to our entire staff
for their efforts and dedication in serving you - our members.

Most importantly, I would like to thank all of you, our members, for your trust, confidence
and support that enable us to achieve success and assures our common future. For our credit
union, | wish a continuing growth and success in the years to come, so that it could grow its capital
and benefit our dedicated and supportive members.

TREASURER’'S REPORT

Dear Members of Ukrainian National Federal Credit Union:

It is my pleasure today to report to you on the operational success of our credit union. 2018
was the 53rd year continuing service that Ukrainian National FCU provides to meet the financial
needs of our membership specifically as well as the needs of the Ukrainian community overall. The
results of the performance of our credit union in 2018 show that it was another year of financial
stability and operational success for our institution.

The Net Income for 2018 was $305,911. The main category of the operational expense that
contributed to the decrease in Net Income in comparison with the prior year was the Dividends
Paid. In 2018 our members received $1,359,129 in dividends paid to their accounts, which was
$221,606 more than the dividends paid in 2017. Our credit union, like other financial institutions,
operates in conditions of interest rate risk that is inherently present in markets of investments,
loans and other financial instruments. The objective changes that occur in the financial market
conditions produce a subjective effect on the interest rate policy and on the operational
effectiveness of all financial institutions, our credit union included. A good example of this
dynamic effect is our loan portfolio performance. While the total balance of the outstanding loans
increased from $78,872,525 in 2017 to 82,074,650 in 2018, the income from interest on loans
decreased from $3,724,370in 2017 to $3,547,115 in 2018. This happened due to the loan interest
rate decrease trend that characterized financial markets during the pas 5-7 years and resulted in
the increased level of refinancing activity at lower interest rates. Conversely, the changing market
conditions had a beneficial effect on the performance of our investment portfolio. Even though,
the total balance of our investments decreased from $48,124,00 in 2017 to $47,133,00 in 2018,
the income on investments increased from $1,109,377 in 2017 to $1,281,377 in 2018.

Despite the increased level of competition among the local financial institutions, our credit
union was able to finish the year with increase in assets to $146,573,163.

It's evident that throughout 2018, our efforts and hard work produced positive outcomes
for the credit union. During such varying market conditions, it is important to remain flexible
and be ready for adaptation and change. During 2018, the credit union continued its efforts to
improve and modernize the financial services available to our membership. Remote check
deposit, improvements of the Mobile Banking applications and upgrade to our website and Home
Banking - those are but a few projects implemented in 2018 that are worthy of mentioning. Under
the direction of the Board of Directors, the management continues to implement measures aimed
at increasing the effectiveness of the personnel and equipment and decreasing the operational
costs for our credit union.

Our credit union continued its commitment to support the needs of the Ukrainian community
organizations, of our schools and churches. During 2018, the Board of Directors has approved and
distributed over $87,000 to benefit the Ukrainian civic, cultural and religious events and projects.
We will continue to provide such support to the best of our ability in the future.

In conclusion, I would like to thank my colleagues on the Board of Directors and members of
the Supervisory Committee for their dedication and hard work as volunteers. In addition, [ would
like to thank management and all the employees of our Credit Union for their professionalism
and hard work that contributed to the achievement of operational success and to the continuous
improvement of services to our members. And of course most importantly, a big Thank You
belongs to the members of this credit union for their ongoing trust and support, which ensured a
successful future for us all. Thank you!

Throughout the year, in conjunction with our professional Internal Auditor, we have offered
comments and recommendations to the Chairman, and he has always been most gracious and
accessible in our collegial dialogue.

Ukrainian National Federal Credit Union is one of only a handful of credit unions in the U.S. that
“walks that extra mile” by maintaining a year-round professional Internal Auditing Operation.

To further assure long-term institutional transparency and accountability in every regard,
since June of 2015 the Supervisory Committee has had on retainer as its Internal Auditor Mr.
Nickolas Sanimarco. Mr. Sanimarco is a former long-time examiner for the National Credit Union
Administration (NCUA). He also brings to us Audit and Strategic Assessment expertise which
the Supervisory Committee has found to be exceptionally valuable. The Monthly Reports from
the Internal Auditor amply document that our credit union continues to provide a high quality
of responsiveness and accountability in various core policy and operations areas, especially
cybersecurity, documentation accuracy, and comprehensive customer service.

The External Audit team of Wojeski & Company, CPAs, P.C,, led by Thomas ]. 0’'Donnell, CPA, has
conducted the audit of credit union’s statements of financial condition as of 12/31/2018 and has
confirmed that our institution’s accounting practices meet all standards.

The federal government’s regulatory agency, the National Credit Union Administration (NCUA),
completed our credit union’s regular annual on-site audit with various detailed areas of focus. They
determined, as well, that all activities continue to be in full legal compliance and, overall, noted the
positive work of the Credit Union during the past year.

Based on its diverse oversight activities, the Supervisory Committee is happy to report that
throughout this annual reporting period our credit union has been in full compliance with the
regulatory requirements and has maintained the highest credit union industry standards.

Accordingly, the Supervisory Committee is happy to report to members of Ukrainian National
Federal Credit Union that all fiscal and management operations, as well as reporting procedures
and practices, are in excellent order.

We recognize with appreciation the accomplishments of the credit union’s Management for
its continuing multi-year dynamic strategic planning and development practices, with a focus on
providing enhanced product lines and outstanding member services.
